Procedures for Establishing

Residential and/or Commercial Construction in

Macon County, Tennessee

Effective August 10th, 2004
Each owner and/or contractor shall obtain the proper permits and documentation to be allowed to establish temporary or permanent electrical service connection. Construction shall begin within six months of the issued permit date and shall be completed within one year of the issuance of the permit.

The following steps have been established to assist the owner and or builder:

Obtain “E-911” Address: Requires Marking (stakes showing location of building)


No Charge for addressing  (7/01/04).

Address must be posted per state requirements (sign with road number at road for temporary electrical connection and on the house or road marker for final electrical connection).
